1.  Stephanie Cater will be joining the Thetford Conservation Commission.
2.  The Commission signed a card for Mr. Aldrich expressing appreciation for conserving the Pegjack Forrest.

3.  Heather Carlos reported that she met with the Recreation Committee to discuss the Trail Procedures.  The Rec. Committee made suggestions, which were incorporated into the procedures.
4.  Heather Carlos will post “Forest Stand and Land Features” maps for the Hughes Forest, the Town Forest, and the Post Mills Nature area on the town website.
5.  The annual meeting for the Association of Vermont Conservation Commissions will be held on November 8.

6.  November 8 is also the date of the next Saturday Stroll, which is an historic walking tour of Post Mills Village, led by Jen Boeri-Boyce of the Thetford Historical Society.  The stroll is at 10:00 AM, Nov. 8.  Parking is at the Mill on route 113.

7.  The Commission discussed procedures for making edits to the Management Plans for the four town-owned properties before the plans are presented to the Select Board for their approval.  It was decided that the Commission will bring any suggested edits to the next meeting, and those edits that are agreed upon by the Commission will be sent to Erhrhard Frost for him to consider.
8.  The Commission discussed those items in the management plans that are scheduled to be addressed within the next five years.  Amy McElroy will develop a spreadsheet that shows the treatment schedules and action items in the plans.

9.  Li Shen applied for the WHIP (Wildlife Habitat Incentive Program) and EQIP (Environmental Quality Improvement Program) grants to control invasives on town owned properties.

10.  Jeanie McIntyre, of Upper Valley Land Trust, has volunteered to come talk to the Commission about future UVLT projects.

11.  Li Shen has drafted the application for the Municipal Planning Grant for a town-wide inventory of natural resources.  She will email the Commission members her application so that they can provide comment and input.  The deadline for the application is October 31.
