1. Connie reported that the water level at Zebedee is being lowered gradually, and the dam will be removed soon.

2. The minutes from 10/27/2010 were approved as amended.
3. Li wrote a draft document, which summarizes some characteristics of town owned lands, for the Selectboard’s Statement on Town Land Policy.  The summary includes the four parcels in the Management Plan as well as the Decola Wetland and the Uihlein Parcel.  The Commission will look over the draft and make comments.  We’ll discuss further at the next meeting.

4. Discussed the Town Trails Master Plan RFP (Request for Proposal).  The Selectboard is trying to develop a plan for creating town wide recreational trails.  An RFP has been issued to develop a trail master plan.  Li wrote a letter asking that the town do a Natural Communities Mapping.  We discussed the letter.  A motion was proposed, seconded, and approved for Li to send the letter to the Selectboard.
5. Discussed the removal of tall trees from the field on Hughes North (North side of Sawnee Bean Road).  This work can happen any time during the winter.
The meeting was adjourned at 9:00 pm.
