1. The minutes from February 9 were approved.
2. A gathering by UVLT for Conservation Commissions, “Land in Transitions”, is March 17.  Contact UVLT if you are attending the chili dinner ($5.00 donation for dinner).
3. Town Meeting is on Saturday, Feb 26.  The TCC table is reserved.  Amy will make an “invasives” poster.  Gary Pelton's handouts on invasive plants will be available as handouts.
4. Skip reported on the meeting with Jeanie McIntyre of UVLT on Tuesday, Feb 22.  Jeanie, Li, Ann, Heather, and Skip attended, and they discussed ways of working with people to conserve lands.  Jeanie was supportive of the Priority Matrix and the draft Conservation Assistance document.  She discussed ways of sharing the matrix with other Thetford residents. 5. After some discussion the Commission approved the Conservation Project Assistance document as amended.  Li will inform Heather of the changes and ask her to make a final document.

7. Scheduled March 23 for Ehrhard to meet with TCC to discuss town parcel invasive control, timber value, and future timbering.  Li will contact Ehrhard.

8. Li will talk to Ehrhard about dates to blaze the flagged boundary between PMNA and Braley.  She will ask him about blazing with paint versus blazing with axe and paint.
9. Craig Layne will lead a wetland or vernal pool walk as a follow up to Arrowwood Environmental’s wetland talk.  Arrowwood’s talk will be at the library on May 5.  Ann will check with Craig whether he can do it on May 7 or May 14.
