1. The minutes from 2/10/2010 were approved as amended.

3. Upper Valley Trails Alliance has a new program called Upper Valley Trail Finder.  They would like Thetford to participate, and will contact us about it.  We would like to have more information about the program.
4. Association of VT Conservation Commissions is hosting their Annual Meeting on Saturday, April 17.  There are a variety of programs, and members of our Conservation Commission can attend if they want to.

5. Alder cutting took place on February 21 at the Post Mills Nature Area.

6. Li sent in an AVCC tiny grant application to be used for boundary marking as recommended in the forest Management Plan.  It is a matching grant.  Li applied for $600, where the Commission would put in $250 towards the $600.  Motion was made, seconded and approved to spend $250 towards the $600 total if the grant is approved.

7. Discussed spending priorities for our 2010 budget.  Some suggestions are: 1) have Commission members attend a grant writing course, 2) write a guide about conserving land, 3) educational programs.  Need to discuss this more.
8. Wetlands mapping project will be starting this year.  Conservation Commission members can be trained to do Windshield Surveys.

9. West Fairlee Conservation Commission is doing Geomorphic Phase 2 of the Ompompanoosuc River.  They may need help with field work.

10. Discussed moving forward on creating the Linny Levin trail.
Reminder that Commission members should let Li know ahead of time if they cannot attend Conservation Committee meetings, so that she can plan accordingly.
