1. The minutes from March 9 were approved.
2. The following slate of officers was nominated and approved: Li Shen - chair, Eric Pyle - vice-chair, Bob Pulaski – treasurer, Amy McElroy - secretary.
3. The town is developing a new website.  Stephanie and Eric will look into the new website process and possibly redesign and reorganize the Conservation Commission page.
4. Stephanie brought a draft of a flyer for the Wetland talk at the library on May 5 and the Vernal Pool walk on May 7th.  Stephanie will print the flyers and email them to Commission members to distribute.  Li will post announcements for the events to the Thetford ListServ.
5. Li reported on the meeting with the Selectboard about the Matrix and the Project Assistance Process, which Skip, Li, Ann, and Connie attended.
6. We discussed a letter from Tig Tillinghast regarding payments from the Conservation Fund.
7. We would like our Selectboard liaison, Casey Huling, to attend our meetings on a regular basis (perhaps once per quarter).  Li will email Casey and ask him what we can expect in terms of his involvement.  Skip will contact Casey and discuss the Conservation Commission’s activities with him.
8. Li will invite Tig and Elise Tillinghast to attend a Conservation Commission meeting to discuss their conservation ideas.
9. There was proposal that during the summer months the Commission would use the second monthly meeting time to walk town parcels or to exercise the Matrix on other parcels in town.  This will probably take place from June until August or perhaps until September, weather permitting.  We may want to meet an hour earlier to take advantage of the daylight.
10. Ehrhard Frost has offered to host a “logging practices stroll” on his property.  Li will ask Ehrhard for dates.
11. We still need to blaze the Braley boundary that Ehrhard flagged.  We will discuss this at our next meeting.
The meeting was adjourned at 9:00 pm.
