Minutes of the Thetford Conservation Commission – May12, 2010

1. The minutes from 4/28/2010 were approved as amended.
2. The Commission voted to approve Arrowwood invoice # 2009-370 for $600.00.  Arrowwood also sent a statement for Invoice #2009-356 for $300.  We noted that this invoice was already approved on April 28, 2010.  These invoices are for the wetland mapping grant.
3. Jay Clark submitted his form for “Request for Trail or Other Alteration on Thetford Property”.  He is proposing to plant corn and hay on parts of the Post Mills Nature Area.  Heather showed us a map with the approximate location of the Aquifer Protection Area.  Heather will gather the pertinent information and requirements from the various documents – Management Plan, UVLT Easement, and Water Coop agreement.  We will ascertain if termination of the current WHIP contract on the PMNA would be required in the event that corn and hay are planted there, and what the cost would be to the town to terminate the WHIP program.  The Commission will review Jay Clark’s application and make recommendations to the Selectboard.  Jay Clark left the meeting.
4. Li announced an invitation to UVLT Annual Meeting featuring Jared Duval, a 25 year old native of the Upper Valley and a Lebanon High graduate.  Jared is the author of “Next Generation Democracy”, he’s a trustee of the Orton Family Foundation, and he serves on the Board of Directors of the Sierra Club.  The event is on Tuesday, May 25th, 7pm; at the Bradford Academy Building, Bradford VT.
5. Li announced the Lake Fairlee LakeFest on July 10th.  There will be lake flora and fauna workshops and various activities.

6. There will be a walk on the Three Ponds property - Sunday May 16th at 10:00 AM.  Meet at Elementary School.
7. The Commission discussed whether we should renew our membership to AVCC (Association of Vermont Conservation Commissions) for $50.  The Commission decided to wait until the end of our budget year, and see if we have funds available at that time.
Reminder that Commission members should let Li know ahead of time if they cannot attend Conservation Committee meetings, so that she can plan accordingly.

The next meeting is May 26, 2010.  We will plan on meeting at the Post Mills Nature Area at 7:00 PM.  Heather will invite Jay Clark to meet with us at PMNA.
