10.  Skip will ask John Stephens to lead a walk on Elmer Brown’s A.C. Hill property.  The walk was suggested by participants of the May 9th charrette.

11.  The Commission members agreed to prepare materials to present to the Select Board about conserving the river corridor of the Taylor Parcel.
