1.  Minutes from the January 14, 2009 were approved with minor changes.

2.  The select board has appointed Connie Snyder to the Commission.  

3.  The Select board decided to pay the 2008 WHIP expenses for mowing and invasive control out of the Conservation Fund.

4.  The Select board asked groups to decrease their 2009 budget request by 3%.  The Commission offered to decrease the contribution to the Conservation Fund by $500.

5.  The Select board has approved the management plans for the 4 town parcels.  UVLT now needs to approve the plans for PMNA and Hughes Forest.  Li will get a copy of the plans to UVLT.  


6.  The Conservation Charette will be held on March 21st from 4-6pm.  TCC members will be contacting prior members with an invitation to attend and to tell us about their crown jewels.

`   7.  The TCC reviewed projects and assignments for 2009 – with special attention paid to our individual and collective capacity to take on additional projects.

     8.  4 members walked the wetland (DeCola), most of it appears to be wooded, though there is some alder wetland.

9.  Ehrhard has volunteered to train us in the art of boundary blazing.

10.  We discussed having the LLA mapping exercise at town meeting and decided that it was not a good venue as we wouldn’t have the time to explain it fully.  We will look for other venues that will attract a good cross section of the town.

11.  Skip and Bob (and Ann?) will follow up with the Taylors about a potential easement on the Taylor Parcel.

12.  A landowner is possibly interested in a right of way across the Hughes Parcel.  We will explore the possibility with UVLT.
