Tig Tillinghast called the meeting to order at 7:02 pm.

Minutes, 7:03 pm

The Selectboard reviewed/revised draft meeting minutes for the February 8, 2010 meeting.  Andrew Toler made a motion to accept the February 8, 2010 meeting minutes as revised.  Cathee Clement seconded.  All members approved.
Public Comment, 7:06 pm

Wayne Parks, Planning Commission stopped by to have the Selectboard to review a letter to a perspective Planning Commission member.  The Selectboard reviewed the letter and agreed that the Mr. Parks should send it. 

Energy Grant Approvals, 7:16 pm

Tig Tillinghast mentioned that the Town of Thetford received approval for two energy grants and needed approval by the Selectboard to sign and mail them to the state.  The first grant is for the PACE program, which is a district study for home efficiency updates.  The second grant is for an LED program in which a stimulus fund pays for street light replacement.  John Bacon made a motion for Tig Tillinghast to sign and send in grants.  Donn Downey seconded.  All members approved.  

Treasure Island Contract Discussion and Update, 7:35 pm

Update:

Ann and Scott O’Hearn provided the Selectboard with a Treasure Island update:

· The Treasure Island sign will be taken down for two weeks so it can be repainted

· Lake Fest planning is underway.  The Lake Fest will be coordinated by local residents as well as the Aloha camp and is tentatively planned for July 10th.   

· The tree warden will be by on Thursday or Friday to look at the trees surrounding the property.

Contract:

Mr. and Mrs. O’Hearn had some questions about the recent contract update. At 7:41 pm, John Bacon made a motion to go into executive session to discuss the Treasure Island contract.  Andrew Toler seconded.  All members approved. 

At 8:00 pm, Tig Tillinghast motioned to come out of executive session. John Bacon seconded, all members approved. No decisions were made.

Neighbor Discussion on Recycling Center, 8:03 pm 

Marilyn Welch Fava and Brad Atwood, Attorney for the Flava’s, joined the Selectboard to open a dialog regarding the transfer station.  Attorney Atwood suggested that an ad hoc committee be created to include Selectboard participation to look at recycling center issues and provide workable solutions.  Ms. Fava brought forward two issues of concern for her: 

· The first, is gravel being stored at the recycling center and removed at 3am.  The noise is an issue at this time as well as a possible land use issue under the current zoning ordinance.  

· The second is noise solutions, such as screening or blocking to help with the compactor noise that runs constantly during Saturday recycling hours. 

Tig Tillinghast stated that there is a new recycling committee which is focusing on other recycling issues.  The Selectboard is looking at other issues such as structural requirements and compactor alternatives.  The question of principle use lease is another topic that the Selectboard  is going to investigate after the March elections.  At that time, the Selectboard will involve the neighbors surrounding the recycling center as well as the Conservation Commission to look at zoning laws and conditional use issues.  

Going forward, the Selectboard will follow up with Road Foreman, Doug Stone to ensure the town will not deposit gravel there this year and Tig Tillinghast will invite Ms. Flava to meet with the recycling committee and employees on operational issues.
