Mike Brown called the meeting to order at 7:02.

In the public comment period, Mary Dan Pomeroy, Co-Chair of the Recreation Committee, asked the status of the lease agreements for the three properties that allow the town recreational use of their fields. Mike Brown explained that he recently obtained the leases, and they will be signed soon. He noted that after town meeting a new liaison from the Selectboard to the Recreation Committee will be established, to replace Mark McMahon, who resigned from the Selectboard.

Mary Dan Pomeroy left at 7:10.

Don Longwell came to discuss the Thetford Academy building project. He asked if the bonding allocation the Town granted to Thetford Academy exposes the Town to any risk. Mike Brown answered that there is no risk to the Town, regarding the bond.

Joel Teenyanoff came to discuss Thetford Academy. He asked for an update on the building project, and asked if the State has any control over standards and conditions at the Academy, as they do at a public school. Teenyanoff expressed concern about the amount of warning to the Town regarding changes to the building project. The Selectboard responded that these questions should be addressed to the School Board, because the Selectboard has no authority over the Schools, whereas the School Board contracts with Thetford Academy. The Selectboard added that they have ideas for communicating more with the School Board in the coming year.

Don Longwell and Joel Teenyanoff left at 7:25.

Motion by John Bacon to accept the amended minutes of February 18, 2008. Andrew Toler seconded. Passed unanimously at 7:30.

Motion by Mike Brown to recess to go to Pre-Town Meeting. John Bacon seconded. Passed unanimously at 7:30.

Mike Brown called the meeting back to order at 8:47, following Pre-Town Meeting.

Hilary Linehan gave an update on the Recreation Department. She has been working on bowling nights, basketball, skiing, and lease agreements for field use. She has a schedule of programs to hand out at town meeting. Linehan reported that she has a contract with VINS for their new summer program at Treasure Island. She reviewed it with Ann and Scott O’Hearn, who saw no conflicts with the regular programs. The O’Hearns noted that there are no lifeguards on duty at Treasure Island before noon. Linehan is waiting for confirmation from VINS that their instructors are lifeguard certified.

Linehan and the Selectboard discussed the organization of the Recreation Department, Recreation Committee, and Youth Sports.

Linehan left at 9:38.

Motion by John Bacon to accept the warrants, seconded by Mike Brown. Unanimously approved at 7:40.
