Call to Order, 7:05 pm

Meeting called to order by Tig Tillinghast.

Roads, 7:07 pm

Doug Stone stopped by to discuss his recommendation for the new Town truck.  After receiving three price quotes from Freightliner International, ATEC, and TENCO, Mr. Stone recommended purchasing the truck (M2106V Freightliner) from L& B Truck center ($69,987) from L& B Truck Center along with body and plow from ATEC (American Body Truck Equipment Company ($57,381) for a total of $127, 368.  After extensive research and discussion with the three company’s providing the bids, Mr. Stones recommendation came down to the quality of products, service and equipment warranty.  
Andrew Toler made a motion to accept Doug Stone’s recommendation for the purchase of the truck, body and plow to be ordered now so the truck and equipment will be delivered in a timely manner (by fall 2009). Mike Brown seconded. The vote passed unanimously.
Doug Stone also reminded the Selectboard that the town will receive $11,000 trade in for the old truck.

Tig Tillinghast asked Doug Stone to clarify the state’s report on bridges, which Mr. Stone was able to do

Cathee Clement asked Doug about Mrs. Pluta’s concerns regarding Godfrey Road.  Doug Stone confirmed that Godfrey Road is not slated for any major work in 2009.  

At 7:46 pm, Tracy Borst, Town Clerk, stopped by to discuss the following:
· Thetford Academy called to confirm funding for the 2009 Town Scholarship (for $500).  Tig Tillinghast mentioned that it was budgeted and approved.  Tracy will follow-up with the Academy.

· Distribution lists for the Selectboard minutes (both draft and final copies) - Mrs. Borst will contact Ann Fenton for the lists and forward to Cheryl Ulz and Tig Tillinghast to ensure correct distribution. 

· Selectboard stationary was reviewed and approved.

· Town laptop distributed to Andrew Toler to run virus check before distribution to Cheryl Ulz, to use for Selectboard minutes.

Planning Commission Chair on Vacancy, 7:57 pm

Wayne Parks, Planning Commission Chairman, stopped in to discuss the applications for the committee vacancy.   The planning commission met and spoke with both applicants and Mr. Parks recommended that Ben Pershouse be appointed as the new committee member to the Planning Commission.  Andrew Toler made a motion to appoint Ben Pershouse to the Planning Commission.  Cathee Clement seconded.  The vote passed unanimously.  Tig Tillinghast will contact Mr. Pershouse regarding his selection as well as follow-up with the second candidate regarding the opportunity to fill other available committee openings. 
Discussion of Town involvement in “Rose case”, 8:07 pm
Stuart Blood, Cyrus and Elizabeth Severance, M. Scot Zens, and Attorney, Dan Hershenson appeared before the Selectboard to discuss the town’s involvement in the Rose case.  Stuart Blood, on behalf of the group of petitioners who sued to prevent development on the Rose lot, provided the Selectboard with the case overview and outcome of their appeal to the Supreme Court.  Mr. Blood asked the Selectboard to employ its automatic standing with the state to ask that the waste water permit be revoked for the property.  Representing the Rose’s, Attorney Hershenson provided the board with summary of the Rose’s concerns.  
Tig Tillinghast will contact Attorney, Brian Moneghan for his legal opinion on the matter.  Andrew Toler will contact A&R legal counsel, Ann Whitely regarding the Selectboard’s role in this case.  Tillinghast will contact Mr. Hershenson and Mr. Blood regarding the outcome and any subsequent meeting times.
