Recreation Update, 7:57 pm

Hilary Linehan, Recreation Coordinator, provided the Selectboard with the following recreation update:
· Baseball and softball registrations are open.  Currently there are open practices (try-outs) for baseball and softball only has enough girls for one team.
· Old School PE is currently taking place Sunday evenings at TES.

· Will advertise spring soccer after April vacation as well as karate and tennis.  

· Working on Biking club/rodeo bike fair.
· Fields:  Discussed mowing contract for the summer for baseball fields in Post Mills, at TES and Howards field, and town common.
· Field leases need to be renewed this month.  Leases are complete and awaiting land owners signatures.
· Howards Field:  ditches near goals are unsafe. Will talk with Doug Stone, Road Foreman to see if he has any advice on how to fix it.  No trash cans to be placed at the field.  It will be the coaches responsibility to ensure trash is picked up after games.

· Air-rating fields.  Mike Pomeroy suggested checking with TA as they have the machine to do their fields and they may let us borrow the equipment to do our fields.  Ms. Linehan will talk to Head of Maintenance and offer to pay a portion of the rental fee.

· Website sponsorship:  Ms. Linehan will get information on sponsorship and see if it can off-set costs to turn on the on-line pay portion of the website.

· Timber framing class at Treasure Island is put on hold this year.  Ms. Linehan will look into alternate options for a closed in structure for summer classes.
· Cathee Clement and Ms. Linehan will talk about additional summer programs off line.
