Call to Order, 7:05 pm

Amend UVSWD Appointments to Two Years:  Tig Tillinghast made a motion to amend the terms of appointment for Ben Bradley, as the Thetford representative to the Greater UV Solid Waste District, from a one year term to a two year term and Jim Masland, as the Thetford alternate representative to the Greater UV Solid Waste District, from a one year term to a two year term.  John Bacon seconded.  All members approved.
Selectboard Priority Schedules:  Tig Tillinghast reviewed the Selectboard priority schedule and determined that   Cathee Clement will be reviewing town recreation, Treasure Island and staff. 

Town Personnel Policy and Compensation Analysis:  Cathee Clement asked about inviting VLTC consultant Abby Friedman back to discuss best practices on evaluating town employees, compensation, and benefits evaluation.  Tig Tillinghast will coordinate a conference call with himself, Cathee Clement and Ms. Freedman to discuss opportunity to meet again with Selectboard members.
Storage Container:  Mike Pomeroy reviewed prices for storage containers, but will do more research for next weeks meeting. 

Resident follow-up:  Tig Tillinghast will invite resident, Paula Perry back to a Selectboard meeting to discuss subdivision.

Housing Committee Agreement with Third Party:  Mike Pomeroy made a motion for the Selectboard to grant authority to the Senior and Affordable Housing committee to partner with Bittinger Associates and/or Twin Pine Housing Trust to develop potential Thetford Senior and Affordable Housing locations at not cost to the town.  Tig Tillinghast seconded.  All members approved.
Annual Financial Plan for Town Highways:  Tig Tillinghast asked Selectboard members to sign the annual financial plan for Town Highways which Doug Stone, Road Foreman, needs to mail to the State of Vermont in order for the Highway department to apply for state grants.  Selectboard members signed.

Zoning permit waiver request: Tig Tillinghast made a motion to waive the zoning fee for temporary storage units at Thetford Academy.  Cathee Clement seconded.  All members approved.

Road Postings:  John Bacon stated that road postings have been taken down.

Recreation Conference:  Cathee Clement mentioned that she attended a Recreation conference with Hilary Linehan last week and received valuable documentation to guide efforts in creating a recreation plan for the Town of Thetford.
Recycling enforcement position:  Donn Downey stated that the Recycling enforcement position is open.
