Call to Order, 7:02 pm

Meeting called to order by Tig Tillinghast.
Public Comment 
At 7:05 pm, Richard Shambo stopped by to let the Selectboard know about a recent conversation he had with the Upper Valley Fish and Game Club regarding the possibility of building a noise barrier on the property. Mr. Shambo said he will be working with members of the club to put together a proposal for the noise barrier which would include a sketch and cost estimate and wanted to know how to submit this proposal to the Selectboard.  Mike Brown stated that the gun club would need to submit the proposal to the Selectboard.  If the Selectboard approves, it will apply for the building permit. 
Minutes, 7:13 pm
The Selectboard reviewed/revised draft meeting minutes for the April 6th and April 13th meetings.  Andrew Toler made a motion to accept the April 6th minutes as revised.  Mike Brown seconded the motion. All members approved with one abstention.  Mike Brown made a motion to accept the April 13th minutes as revised.  Cathee Clement seconded the motion. All members approved.  Cheryl Ulz will update and finalize meeting minutes based on suggested revisions.
Discussion of Sawnee Bean Culvert, 7:40 pm

Doug Stone, Li Shen and Andy Welch stopped by to meet with Selectboard regarding drainage issue on Sawnee Bean road.  Doug Stone mentioned that he investigated the culvert and drainage issue last Friday.  Mr. Stone is not sure if the culvert is the reason the bank let go. Tig Tillinghast asked Mr. Stone if redirecting the water to the pre-2001 pathway would be more or less risky.  Mr. Stone said he would investigate whether the presence of ledge on the west side of the road would make it difficult and would get back to the Selectboard in two weeks.
Cathee Clement asked Andy Welch and Li Shen if they had any documentation or pictures that would help show the Selectboard the amount of damage that has taken place in the past year as a result of the washout.  Mrs. Shen said she took pictures last year and will provide them to the Selectboard.  The Selectboard will invite everyone back after two weeks for further discussion.

Discussion of Potential Town Action in Rose Case, 8:03 pm
Tig Tillinghast thanked Mary Daly, Stuart Blood, Ehrhard Frost, Dean Whitlock, Bill Bridge, Elizabeth and Cyrus Severance, and Attorney Dan Hershenson for stopping in to discuss the potential town action in the Rose case.   Andrew Toler handed the Selectboard procedural information he received from ANR for revocation of a permit. Tig Tillinghast mentioned his discussion with town counsel and asked if there was any additional information the Selectboard needed to hear prior to making their decision to take action.  Based on the information presented to the Selectboard, Andrew Toler made a motion to send a petition to ANR for revocation of the Rose permit based on the flood plain misstatement on the waste water permit. John Bacon seconded. All members approved.  Andrew Toler will write the letter to be reviewed as unfinished business at the next meeting.

Kevin and Robin Brown stopped in to meet with the Selectboard regarding a recent dog complaint.  Tig Tillinghast thanked them for coming in and taking the complaint seriously.
