Call to Order, 7:05 pm

Meeting called to order by Tig Tillinghast.
Public Comment 
At 7:07 pm, Jean Thurston stopped in to see the Selectboard about a road clean up issue on Sawnee Bean Road.  Last week the road crew brought a street sweeper onto Sawnee Bean Road to clean up the sand.  In doing so, the sweeper pushed the excess sand onto her property.  Mrs. Thurston provided the Selectboard with pictures of the excess sand and asked if the town could remove it from her property.  The road commissioners will discuss the issue with Doug Stone, Road Foreman and show him the pictures.  Tillinghast will follow up with Mrs. Thurston and return her pictures.
At 7:15 pm, Ben Bradley, Greater UV Solid Waste District Representative and Fred Moody, Director, Greater UV Solid Waste District met with the Selectboard to discuss the future possibility of surrounding towns providing a bond to the Hartford land fill in 2012.  Mr. Moody provided the Selectboard with a brief history on the landfill going back 1996. Mr. Moody said another option he is investigating is privatization.  If privatization does not happen, the Waste District would ask the surrounding (ten) towns for bond support.  Tig Tillinghast asked when Mr. Moody would have more information about privatization. Mr. Moody mentioned it would be mid to late summer before he knows anything more. 
Chuck Wise from TRORC, 8:01 pm

Chuck Wise stopped in to meet with the Selectboard to ask for permission to submit the Thetford Hill Village project for grant funding. Congressman Welch’s office contacted him Friday looking for projects that meet unique human impact criteria by providing improvement for the entire village.  This project also meets “shovel ready” criteria as it is in the final planning phase.   Mike Brown made a motion to authorize Chuck Wise to submit the Thetford Hill Village project for grant funding.  John Bacon seconded the motion and the board approved.

Andrew Toler mentioned to Chuck Wise the towns interest in Road Inventories software.  Mr. Wise mentioned the following options:

· Computer model which calculates asphalt deterioration

· Life expectancy of roads (dirt and asphalt)

· Or go out as a group to identify projects with experts, develop a consensus and create a plan.
John Bacon asked if the town can use the GIS Culvert Software as a tool to identify road issues.  Mr. Wise agreed that the GIS software could be used and suggested they get back together in early October when he will work with Doug Stone and Selectboard to coordinate a road tour and provide a demonstration of the GIS Software.

Mike Brown excused himself from the Selectboard meeting at 8:30 pm.

Tig Tillinghast announced a recess of the Selectboard meeting at 8:34 pm and convened the Health Board Meeting at 8:35 pm.

Meeting of the Health Board, 8:35 pm

Al Stone notified the Selectboard about a mobile home on 113 in major violation of the Vermont rental housing code.  Mr. Stone has spoken with the building’s owner.  The crux of the issue seems to be whether the person living there is a tenant.  Tig Tillinghast made a motion to change the wording in the last paragraph of Mr. Stones draft letter to ensure that the letter did not imply that the Selectboard was making a judgment as to whether the occupant was or was not a tenant.  The letter reads that if the owner were to rent the facility, specific health improvements would need to be made. Andrew Toler seconded the motion. The motion was approved.  

John Bacon made a motion to make the corrected letter as a writ.  Andrew Toler seconded the motion.  The motion was approved.  

Tig Tillinghast adjourned the meeting of the Health Board at and reconvened the Selectboard meeting at 8:55 pm.
Letter to ANR Review, 8:57 pm

Andrew Toler distributed a draft copy of the suggested letter to ANR Review for Selectboard members to review and make comments.  Revisions were suggested and discussed.  Andrew will rework the letter with suggested comments and bring back to the Selectboard for approval at next week’s meeting.
