Call to Order, 7:07 pm

Meeting called to order by Tig Tillinghast.
Public Comment 
At 7:09 pm, Tig Tillinghast mentioned that John Wilmot had stopped in prior to the start of the meeting to ask the Selectboard to schedule time for the Cemetery Commissioners on the Agenda.
Andrew Toler mentioned receiving an email from a Thetford resident requesting information on the mowing bids.  Mike Brown mentioned that once all bids have been received, they become public information and can be shared as such.

The Selectboard was listed on the agenda to meet with the DRB Committee May 5, 2009.  That agenda item has been removed and will be rescheduled on a date to be determined, preferably separate from the scheduled DRB Committee meeting.  
Tig Tillinghast mentioned he received a request from a Thetford resident to look into repainting the stop lines at the Tucker Hill Bridge as they are faded.  Tillinghast will follow up with the Road Foreman.

Minutes, 7:15 pm
The Selectboard reviewed/revised draft meeting minutes for the April 20, 21, and 27 meetings.  Andrew Toler made a motion to accept the April 20 minutes as revised.  Cathee Clement seconded the motion. All members approved.   Mike Brown made a motion to accept the April 21 retreat minutes as revised.  Andrew Toler seconded the motion.  All members approved.  Andrew Toler made a motion to accept the April 27 minutes as revised.  Mike Brown seconded the motion.  All members approved with one abstention.

Health Plan Update and Resolution, 7:45 pm

Andrew Toler mentioned that Dave Davis from Future Planning Associates stopped by to meet with town employees to review their new health plan coverage.  Mr. Davis discussed the health reimbursement process and provided examples of the Explanation of Benefits form and Claim form.  Town employees were happy to see some unexpected cost savings.
The Selectboard signed the Health Plan update.  Mike Brown made a motion to have Chairman Tillinghast sign the Business Associates Agreement for Health Reimbursement with the Future Planning Associates.  Andrew Toler seconded the motion.  All members approved.

Liaison and Facilities Use Policies, 7:51 pm

Selectboard members reviewed the Liaison Guideline which will be used by Selectboard members to liaison with town committees.  Andrew Toler requested board members review the guideline and send him updates and corrections which he will bring back in a final draft to the next meeting.
Selectboard members reviewed and discussed the Facilities Use Policy in detail. Andrew Toler made a suggestion to add a list of properties and facilities which fall under the conditions of this policy.  Toler will follow up with the Town Lister to get a complete listing and update the policy for review at the next meeting.
Review of Letter to ANR, 9:11 pm

The Selectboard reviewed the suggested letter to ANR Review.  Additional revisions were suggested and discussed.  Toler will amend the letter and bring back to the Selectboard for final approval.  
Other Business, 9:21 pm

· Mike Brown asked for the mention to be made in the minutes that the State Statute only allows for two Road Commissioners – who are John Bacon and Mike Brown.
· A Thetford resident informed the Selectboard of a recent incident of misuse of town land on the Taylor parcel.   The Police are investigating a trespassing charge as people were found camping on the property.  If an arrest is made, the Selectboard will also actively pursue a charge of vandalism. Andrew Toler suggested the possibility of having aluminum signs posted which clearly state natural areas and habitats.  
· Cathee Clement asked to have the Roles and Responsibilities for the Tree Warden and Town Historian added to next week’s agenda.

· Cathee Clement mentioned the NH Governors’ Conference for Volunteers May 15-16 which she has attended in the past and found it very educational.  Clement will forward the conference information to board members.

· Tig Tillinghast attend an EMS meeting in Hanover last week to understand how to communicate in times of emergency.  Tillinghast mentioned there will be a meeting this Wednesday, May 6, at 9:30 am at the Thetford Fire Department to discuss emergency procedures for the town.  Cathee Clement was invited as she is the liaison with the Emergency Management Committee. 
Old Business, 9:42 pm

· Possible Vershire Waste Relationship:  The town of Vershire has a trash compactor truck that is not used during Thetford’s Saturday recycling hours.  Tillinghast will talk with Vern Stone of Vershire’s Selectboard, to investigate this option as our current vendor’s prices have risen quite a lot.
· Mowing Bid Selection:  Mowing bids were reviewed and discussed.  Mike Brown made a motion to give the mowing bid to Brian Ricker.  Andrew Toler seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.

· Town Hall Office Move Budge:  All aspects of the move are going forward.  Tig Tillinghast has approached a local furniture maker to see if they would be interested in participating in the project.
· Sidewalk Project Status:  Tig Tillinghast mentioned talking with Chuck Wise this past week regarding the update of the grant proposal for the Thetford Hill Sidewalk Project.  A letter sent to the Selectboard indicating the project was approved was sent in error.

· Cathee Clement mentioned a recent phone call she received regarding the process for submitting a dog complaint.  Mike Brown suggested that along with notifying animal control and the police department, the resident should send a letter to the Selectboard detailing the reason for the complaint so the Selectboard can follow-up.
At 9:55 pm, Andrew Toler made a motion to adjourn. The vote passed unanimously.
