
Thetford Energy Committee 3/8/11 Minutes

Meeting at Town Hall began at 5:30PM.  TEC Attendees: Ellen Blumberg, Joel Legunn, Paul Gerke, Alice Stewart, Chris Hebb, Bob Walker.  

Treasurer Report – The TEC 2011 budget was passed at town meeting. Jill Graff/Town Treasurer gave Ellen a report of what is in our accounts and there is $148 more than expected in our revolving account.  Ellen will check with Jill.  
Town Meeting table display materials – Alice took TEC display board back to store in her non-mildewy basement.
Warmth in Winter Movies/Library Resources – About 24 people attended the Extreme Ice showing. TEC would like to compile a list of all the DVDs and books we have given to Latham, make sure they still have them and notify the town about their availability.  Ellen will create a list of books and films we have purchased and circulate a list to TEC. TEC, especially Scot should review this draft list for others that we may have dontated.   Alice needs to deliver Crude Impact to library and is tracking down one of the wattmeters to borrow. 
TES & TA Audits – Alice talked briefly with Elise Tillinghast at town meeting about getting a free audit on TES from Vermont Superintendents Association School Energy Management Program. Alice may talk to TES board 3/22 about free EVT lighting audit. Alice will check with Norm Etkin to see date of TA audit and will follow up with school board on requesting a copy of the report or a new audit if it was over 3 years ago. We need to see if Scot wants to talk to board about idling.
Streetlights/Sidewalk Lights – Bob will clarify with Tig if money from pedestrian safety grant can be used for the TH sidewalk project.  Chris will look for other test models.  TEC recommends getting  a couple of test LED bollard models to install and make decision as soon as possible so we can move forward with streetlight project.
PACE Update – The PACE article passed at town meeting following a lengthy discussion, with only a couple of dissenting votes.  Tig was unable to attend this TEC meeting, but sent an update for TEC review. Bob will let Tig know that Chris is willing to be on committee.  Joel and Bob might consider it being on the committee.
Door-to-Door Weatherization Outreach and Fair – We should receive notification about whether we got the grants in early April.  Pilot in late Sep. and final in outreach Oct.  Include kids with parents. Target one of the villages for pilot – maybe North Thetford.  We will send letter out to town to notify them about door-to-door outreach and tell homeowners when we will be there so they are not surprised.  If not home, we will leave packet of literature and instructions to call to set up revisit time if they want a free bulb. Discuss who else to invite to discuss outreach on this.  Bob explained weatherization fair that SERG will organize and timing after outreach, at TA gym.  Bob will check with TA re possible dates and reserve.  Invite TA to set up smoothie blender bike to earn $ for the TA efficiency project.  Chris suggested having a table at Thetford Fair to notify folks about door-to-door campaign and fair.  We discussed various groups we will approach to recruit volunteers to work on project committee:  Town churches, community associations, interfaith youth group (Terry Barker/Scot Zens), TA Environmental Club, boy (Bill Huff) and girl scouts (Tracy), VFW (Nate Pero), Mason (Lyn Irwin), list serve, PAS, others?  Bob will draft a letter to the groups for review at next meeting, once we have heard about grants.
