
Thetford Energy Committee 4/12/11 Minutes

Meeting at Town Hall began at 5:30PM.  TEC Attendees: Ellen Blumberg, Paul Gerke, Alice Stewart, Chris Hebb, Bob Walker.  

Treasurer Report – Ellen reported that town treasurer Jill Graff said the $148 that Ellen was not aware of does belong in our special account.  We still need to get a bill from  Thetford Hill Church for the Warmth in Winter series. 

Election of  TEC Chair – Bob mentioned that it was once again time to elect a TEC chair and asked if anyone else would be willing to put their names forward for consideration. Chris volunteered to help by taking minutes, but did not want to be chair.  Ellen nominated Bob.  No other nominations were forth coming.  Bob was re-elected chair.
Bicycle Park & Ride Survey – Alice drafted a survey to get a sense of how many folks might use the commuter bike park & ride. Everyone thought the survey looked good.  Alice will post survey on-line, ask TEC to test it out. 
Library Resources – We reviewed a list of books, films, watt meters and other resources that the TEC has donated to the Library.  Paul volunteered to check with Lahtam to see if we still have them all. Bob will send electronic list to Paul.  Once we know what they still have, we will notify community of their availability. 
TES & TA Audits – Chris will attend the free school energy workshop, Lake Morey Inn, May 9, 9-noon.   Alice will talk with Elise Tillinghast to see if anyone from TES is going to the workshop and whether they discussed having an audit.  Alice will ask for a copy of the lighting audit.
Streetlights/Sidewalk Lights – Bob report that Tig thinks some of the money from pedestrian safety grant “might” be able to be used for the TH sidewalk project.  Chris reported on other sidewalk light models. We agreed that the Pathway seemed like the best option and that the town should purchase one as a model to install temporarily for feedback. Chris will draft paragraph about the light circulate to TEC and then to the selectboard and streetlight committee.  Bob will circulate Marc Rosenbaum’s blog referring to efficiency of lumens per watt and visibility. Bob will continue to get info from Strafford re their lights.
Door-to-Door Weatherization Outreach and Fair – Bob reported that SERG had received a $5,000 grant from Granite United Way and $3,000 from the VECAN grant toward the project, but that the TEC application to VECAN had not been awarded. We reviewed and edited the letter inviting community members to planning meeting and selected May 19th at 7pm for the meeting.  Bob will edit the letter, circulate to TEC for final review and then send out to the list we identified and the list serve.
