1. The minutes from October 12 were accepted as amended.
2. Li read a progress report from Donn Downey, regarding his invasive control work in the Hughes Forest.
3. Selectboard’s Trail Plan initiative - Li presented a table that analyzes two trail options going from Post Mills to Thetford Center.  Alternative 1 follows the Ompompanoosuc River, and Alternative 2 goes through the woods.  Li drafted a letter to be sent to the trail consultants regarding the trails.  There are concerns over both alternatives, but especially the river trail.  We would like to have more information.  Li will make revisions to the letter and will invite the consultants to attend one of our meetings.  We would like Casey Huling to be included in the meeting and to be a recipient of the letter.
4. Conservation of Taylor Parcel – Connie asked whether the board is interested in conserving the Taylor Parcel.  The cost could be significant.  Connie has explored UVLT and Vermont River Conservancy as options.  The Commission needs to decide if it would like to proceed with conserving the Taylor Parcel.
5. Abbey Willard of Trees for Streams is leaving the program.  Her replacement will be responsible for implementing the program that has been scheduled for Thetford.
6. Skip will ask Ted Levin if we can schedule the walk on his property for the winter (January or February).
7. Heather Carlos agreed to work on the donor spreadsheet.  Amy will send Heather an email.
8. Li paid Craig Layne the $75 honorarium for the vernal pool walk.  Li renewed the AVCC membership.

9. We discussed some options for the Linny Levin trail at Zebedee Wetlands.
The meeting was adjourned at 9:00 pm.
Reminder that Commission members should let Li know ahead of time if they cannot attend Conservation Committee meetings, so that she can plan accordingly.
