7. The education subcommittee will be meeting next week with the West Fairlee Conservation Commission.  The subcommittee has been contacting people who may be able to lead events for the Year of Habitat.  
8. Skip talked about setting up another Crown Jewel walk in May.
9.  Li took a complaint from a citizen regarding a possible Class II wetland violation.  She passed the information on to the State.
10. The Commission discussed the display for town meeting.   The display will be assembled during the February 2th meeting.
11. Commission members flagged southern boundary of the western parcel of the Hughes Forest.  Jason finished flagging boundaries at the Hughes Forest and he flagged boundaries at the Town Forest.
12. Bob gave a summary of the WaveCom tower meeting.  There are some citizens who are concerned about the tower being unattractive.  The towers would be 100 ft. high.
