


Thetford Selectboard Minutes
Monday, October 31, 2011 - Final

Present: Mike Pomeroy, Casey Huling, Donn Downey, Tig Tillinghast, John Bacon

Guests: Brock Barton, Jay White Cloud

The abbreviated Halloween meeting was called to order at 8:00 PM

Brock Barton of Lebanon, NH asked the Selectboard to approve a driveway permit. The board had not yet seen the application and the Road Foreman’s opinion on the specific location. Tig Tillinghast moved to approve the application contingent on the approval of the Road Foreman. John Bacon seconded. The motion passed unanimously. 

The board discussed the minutes of October 24 and made several corrections to the draft. Donn Downey moved to approve the minutes as amended, with Casey Huling seconding. The motion passed 5-0.

The Selectboard noted the absence of former Selectboard Assistant Dense Froehlich, who accepted a professorship and could no longer serve the board. All agreed she will be missed a great deal. Tig noted that advertisements had been purchased to advertise the open position, and that they should appear in the coming week.

At 8:40 p.m., Jay Whitecloud presented his modifications to the draft Tree Policy. Donn Downey commented that they appeared to be an improvement, noting that some formatting and a few other minor changes need be made. The board agreed to bring a finalized draft to the next meeting for approval to be published for comment after the November 7 meeting.

The board thanked Jay White Cloud for all of his work on the Tree Policy.

At 8:50, the board discussed the manner in which the previous weeks’ discussions on police cruiser procurement would affect the budget process for the Police Department. It was agreed that the cruiser effects would be held outside of the normal police budget so as to separate out the capital costs from annual operations. Tig was asked to confirm that with the Chief to make sure he was comfortable with that.
