
 Thetford Energy Committee 12/10/13 Minutes
Meeting started at 5:05
TEC Attendees: Bob Walker, Joel Legunn, Phebe McCosker, Ellen Blumberg, ChrisHebb 

TEC Budget – If anyone has any receipts, get them to Ellen before Christmas.  Bob will contact Donn Downey to see if the select board has put money in next year’s town budget for town garage weatherization, and if not, he will work with Chris to figure out and order up to $300 in weatherization materials and LEDs to do some air sealing for the garage.  Ellen will order 2 NOVA shows from Amazon - 'Solar Energy - Saved by the Sun' and 'Power Surge' – that look good, to put in the library and that we might use for Warmth in Winter.

TEC Annual report – Due first week in Jan. Bob will ask Alice if she is willing to draft.
TEC Website Upgrades – Alice will update the web site.
Warmth in Winter Movies – The church is reserved for Jan. 12, Jan. 26 and Mar.2 from 6-8 pm for as the Warmth in Winter evenings. We decided the Jan. 12th event would be on Passive House, with a showing of a DVD documentary titled "Passive House: A Building Revolution" which Paul ordered and liked – others can view if they contact Paul for exchange. The DVD will be followed by a talk by Michael Schunk -  a Passive House designer/builder on Thetford Hill (and Planning Commission member working on the Energy Chapter).  We will have a solar discussion on the March 2 date.  Assuming we get into the Solarize program, we will also want to invite whoever the contractor is that we choose to come present. Once the Nova show, NOVA shows - 'Solar Energy - Saved by the Sun' arrives, we can view it and decide if it will be part of the presentation. We can also preview the other NOVA documentary, 'Power Surge', when it ocmes to see if we want to show it on Jan. 26. 
Solarize – Strafford and TEC will submit a join application to Vital Communities to participate in their Solarize Upper Valley initiative. The application is due 12/17. We discussed outreach and other ideas to add to the application. Joel and Bob will collaborate on drafting the application.
Thetford Home Energy Challenge – Current status on EVT’s website: 31% of homes weatherized goal (#10); 177% of Pledge Cards Goal (#189). We should win the $500 deadline for the most Pledge cards, but Strafford will probably win the Challenge for the UV region.
Energy Tip – possibly saving energy on washing dishes with conservative use of water or using an efficient dishwasher.
